Risk factors of refractive regression after excimer laser correction of high myopia with mechanical and laser technologies to create the corneal flap

The authors analyzed the results of excimer laser correction of high myopia by mechanical (mehLASIK, 432 eyes) and femtolazernoy (femtoLASIK, 524 eyes) technologies forming the corneal flap. The findings suggest that the leading risk factor for refractive regression including criteria for “strengthening the myopic refractive error”, “increasing the curvature of the cornea”, “reduction of visual acuity” is the value of preoperative corneal thickness. In addition, risk factors represents a value of preoperative myopia patient and (only in relation to the technology mehLASIK) long wearing contact lenses before surgery.
